e Targeting courses specifically for
lay people - for example Bible 101,
History of Disciples of Christ,
Learning to Pray Effectively.

e Launching the initial course
offering in Fall 2009.

e Formatting courses differently
depending on subject matter.

e Courses fees to be kept as
reasonable as possible while still
retaining high quality instructors.
Our goal is between $50-$100
depending on class size and class
duration.
