Annual Meeting 2012

RYC and ALL HIGH SCHOOL YOUTH registrations and payments are required to be in by March 15, 2012. The 
Region is securing a block of rooms for youth and adults working with youth on the same floor and near each other. 
Each youth must complete a registration form and include the program fee and the room fee depending on number of 
persons in two double bed room: 4 in a room ($32 a night); 3 in a room ($42 a night); 2 in a room ($64 a night).  
Carl Cordes and the RYC will work on room assignments.

All youth programming is designed with youth in grades 6 12 in mind. Chi Rho and CYF youth are invited and
encouraged to register with the youth program and attend all youth events. Designated youth housing is
available for CYF youth (grades 9 – 12) only. Chi Rho youth (grades 6 – 8) must make housing arrangements
with family or other church members attending Annual Meeting. These adults are responsible for Chi Rho
youth attending Annual Meeting. Adult sponsors will be responsible for high school youth in youth housing.

The Regional Youth Council, in cooperation with other adults, are planning youth activities for Annual Meeting,
including activities for Chi Rho age youth (6th – 8th grades) at Annual Meeting 2012. This is a preview of events
and plans. More information will follow. While we plan for special youth activities throughout the weekend,
youth are also expected to attend the worship services and other Annual Meeting events.

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Community Guidelines for CYF and Adult Sponsors
ANNUAL MEETING – APRIL 20 22, 2012

Youth programming at Annual Meeting is considered to be an ‘event’ within an event.
Guidelines and rules used for all Regional Youth events will be used at Annual Meeting.
These guidelines have been reviewed and approved by the Regional Youth Council.

1. Possession and/or use of drugs or alcohol is not permitted in Regional programming! Violation of this
policy will result in being sent home. Possession and/or use of tobacco products by anyone under 18 is
not permitted.

2. CYF and Adult Sponsors are required to attend all scheduled CYF events as well as participate in Annual
Meeting worship sessions, workshops, and other events.

3. CYF and Adult Sponsors are required to be in their rooms by 11:00PM on Friday and Saturday nights
unless there is organized programming for the total group. Sofitel imposes a quiet time after 10:00PM
for all guests.

4. During the Annual Meeting all CYF and Adult Sponsors are required to remain on grounds with the
exception of planned total group programming.

COUNTRY UPDATE AND CHALLENGES
This church started out as an extension of the Disciples of Christ Church in Mbandaka/Kinshasa.  This was 
actually a missionary initiative of the Disciples of Christ Church of the Congo in the early 1980s.  The boundary 
between the two countries was drawn up in Europe, but the reality was that Disciples were crossing regularly 
into the two countries on a regular basis to be with family and friends.  The church in Brazzaville worked with a 
committee in Kinshasa to get established.  It is now operating as its own separate church.

The Republic of Congo has made great strides in recovering economically from a series of armed confl icts in 
the country since independence in 1960.   Although the missionaries introduced Christianity to the country in 
the 19th century, there was a time when the country was Socialist that emphasis on religion was minimized.  
The opportunity today for religious freedom, after many years in which the government discouraged worship, 
has caused signifi cant growth in the number of people interested in religious practice.  

The church is relatively small with about 2,000 members located in Brazzaville, Impfondo and Pointe Noire.  
With the youthful energy of the leadership, the church is rapidly growing. 

The leaders of this church have identifi ed two critical needs: the formation of pastors and church lay leaders and 
economic sustainability.  The church has taken on an agricultural project with a goal of attaining sustainability 
by producing approximately 100 tons of corn/maize within 3 years.
